If abnormalities are found during investigation, GP can refer the patient to a Cardiology specialist
REFERRAL
DIAGNOSTIC MONITORING
· HeartBug utilises MBS Item 11735: Continuous ambulatory electrocardiogram recording for 7 days, by a specialist or consultant physician
· Under this item the HeartBug must be used for: Episodes of suspected intermittent cardiac arrhythmia or episodes of syncope




REPORT GENERATED
After monitoring period is over, HeartBug consultant cardiologist generates a summary report which is then sent to the patient’s GP for review and follow-up.

PATIENT IS SUITABLE FOR HEARTBUG
SUITABILITY
To confirm a patient’s suitability for the HeartBug device, GPs need to consider:
· Did the patient self-report feeling chest pain, dizziness and/or sensations of a fast, fluttering or pounding heartbeat in their chest?
· Does the patient (or their carer) have a smart phone and do they feel comfortable using mobile apps?
· Does the patient consent to wearing a small monitoring device over a period of 2-4 weeks?

Determine whether patient meets criteria and is eligible for HeartBug monitoring

IF NO TO ANY OR ALL OF THE ABOVE QUESTIONS, PATIENT MAY NOT BE SUITABLE FOR HEARTBUG MONITORING
GP should use other devices to investigate further such as:
· Holter Monitor
· AliveCor
· Other devices
